COURSE STRUCTURE

This course consists of 14 weekly Learning Modules (LMs). Each LM consists of one or more readings, one or more
videos, and one quiz on the material covered that week. There is a brief critical thinking assignment due in the
second week of the course. At the end of the semester, you will take a cumulative final exam covering all previous
modules. You will also complete a book report, which includes a rough draft and a final draft.

ASSIGNMENTS

There are three types of assignments in the course: weekly quizzes, correlation/causation assignment, the final
exam, and the book report.

QUIZ AND TEST PROCTORING

All quizzes, as well as the final exam, will be remotely proctored using Proctorio. Quizzes and the final exam are
closed note. You may not reference your notes, course videos, or any other external source during the
assignments. You must complete all assignments alone. Proctorio is a free browser plugin. To take the quizzes and
the final, you will need to be using the Chrome browser with the Proctorio addon installed.

When you start an assessment, Proctorio will close all other open browser windows and tabs and will force your
screen into full screen mode. Proctorio will also temporarily disable copying, pasting, and downloading on your
computer. Any attempt to open additional tabs or windows, to use the copy/paste functions, or to download may
result in your submission being terminated.

Course Policies:
